Dear Mr. Dzirkain,

Please be assured of my deepest respect for you and know that | have received your
letter dated August 10, 2011.

Please be advised that any End Use Certificates will be provided by a senior
representative level of the Depariment of the Army. The United States Government normally
requires an EUC only on defense articles and technical data. There is no general requirement
for an EUC on what is defined as a defense service. But we will make our best efforts to honor
a request for an EUC on services if required by the national laws of your country. To that end |
ask for a formal request from the Russian Federation for such certificates which may be
required to comply with your export laws, specifically certificates required for services.

Unfortunately, | am unable to provide you a list of U.S. companies that are approved or
designated by the Department of Defense to work in the area of military — technical cooperation.
No such list exists. However, | am very understanding of your situation and have discussed this
with my colleagues in the Department. We recommend this be a topic of discussion during the
upcoming U.S. — Russian Defense Technology Cooperation Sub Working Group discussions.

In your letter, you specifically requested information concerning the Lithuanian company
Avia Baltika Ltd. Avia Baltika is a sub-contractor to multiple companies who are under contract
with the US Government for various Mi-17 efforts. These efforts include modification and
overhaul of commercial Mi-17 helicopters owned by the US Government as well as commercial
Mi-17s owned by partner nations such as Pakistan. As a subcontractor to the US Government,
Avia Baltika is authorized to request support services, as required, from the FSMTC, and to
work with the appropriate Russian agencies as required in the performance of these efforts.
We are aware that Avia Baltika has requested assistance from the FSMTC and
Rosoboronexports on some of these Mi-17 efforts. As Avia Baltika is a subcontractor to the US
Government, | respectfully ask that your office promptly respond to these requests for services.
